He said: To be convinced of the existence of God is to
acceptthe impermanence of life; to be sure of faith makes us less confidentin
God. "Certainty' is the mark of living a life relying on common sense; while
"uncertainty but full of God's grace' is the mark of a spirituallife. These
two must complement each other. Let me use Proverbs 3:5-6 to close my
testimony, these verses teach me “to trust in the Lord with all my heart, and
lean not on my own understanding” is the most important in following God,
in all my ways submit to Him, and He will make my paths straight.
