以弗所書 Ephesians 1:3-6、15-19

1:3 願頌讚歸與我們主耶穌基督的父神！他在基督裏曾賜給我們天上各樣屬靈

Cole’s Graduation Testimony 

I started attending 4C Church at the beginning of my junior year, and today, I’d like to 
share my life change and growth I’ve experienced during this period of time. I want 
to focus on two key areas: my personal Bible reading life and sharing the Gospel.

In the past, I had been to many different churches and always deeply committed to 
their ministries and services. However, what I lacked most—and struggled with the 
most—was establishing a daily habit of Bible reading and devotion. Two years ago, 
when Sina and I first came to 4C, we were going through a major transition, and I was 
at a very low point in my life. But on November 18th of that year, as I was praying, God 
gave me a very clear impression. He said, "Come and know Me." In that exact moment, 
I understood that He wanted me to seek Him through His Word, through the Bible. 
That very morning, I immediately called Minister Skye and asked her to guide me in 
reading the scriptures. The reason I remember that date so clearly is because 
November 18th is my birthday. On that day, God gave me His Word as a gift, and it has 
become the best birthday present I have ever received in my life. Since then, I’ve been 
following the church’s reading schedule, keeping God’s Word close to my heart, and 
making it a top priority in my daily routine. So, I want to encourage everyone: let's 
keep running this Bible-reading marathon together!



Before coming to 4C, I had never actually shared the Gospel. The phrase 
"sharing the Gospel" felt like a familiar stranger—something I heard about 
constantly at church, but never truly saw in action. However, after coming to 4C 
and getting involved with the Happiness Group (Blessing Cell Group), my blind 
spots were completely shattered. I realized that evangelism isn’t just about 
going out into the streets, handing out tracts, and desperately trying to dump 
your testimony onto a random stranger. Instead, through the Blessing Group, I 
learned that there are strategies and practical steps. We can work as a team, 
and we can easily share how God has transformed our lives with those around 
us on campus or in the workplace. Now, sharing the Gospel has become 
something entirely different. Beyond learning the practical methods, my 
mindset shifted completely. I came to realize that when you truly experience 
God not just as an invisible, distant deity, but as the Savior who pulls you out 
of the valley, the Father who loves you when you feel unloved, the Shepherd 
who provides in your times of lack, and the Light that shines through your 
darkest moments—you can’t help but do whatever it takes to share this 
amazing news!



Over the past two years, there have been far too many experiences, 
testimonies, and moments of God’s transformation and renewal to share 
all at once. I truly look forward to having the opportunity to come back and 
serve with you all again in the future ! I am deeply grateful to the pastors, staff, 
and all the brothers and sisters here. Thank you, 4C Church.

Lastly, I am so thankful to God for leading Sina and me to 4C Church. 
Everything I’ve shared and experienced is something I’ve not only 
consistently shared with Sina, but she has also personally witnessed God’s 
incredible work in her own life. These experiences of co-laboring with God 
have given us so much faith. As we are getting married at the end of this year 
and moving to Pingtung, we look forward to stepping onto a path where we 
are united in heart, walking together, serving together, and carrying the same 
vision to follow and serve God.
